I hope everyone had a wonderful Thanksgiving and managed to step away 
from the table before it was too late!  Last year, I tried to give you all some interesting tidbits about holidays, 
familiar and unusual. This year, I am going to try and taper my information to something I hope you can use 
on rides within our grand state. And yes, it will include information on places to eat (and it most likely will    
include some places other than Dairy Queen)! 
 

This month, I would like to start in an area near our state’s capitol. Many of you might not know that Austin 
lays claim to being the Live Music Capital of the World, and one place you can put  music and food together 
in Austin is Stubb’s Bar-B-Que. Stubb’s is housed in a historic building with hardwood floors and wooden   
tables, and serves up some of the best live music to go with the heaping portions of hickory-smoked barbe-
cue. But if you are just starting out your day, you might prefer to check out Rudy’s Country Store and Bar-B-Q 
where they serve, wait for it, barbecue breakfast tacos.  Now if that’s not going to get you on your GoldWing, I 
don’t know what will!! But, if you want to visit the official Barbecue Capital of Texas (as so recognized by the 
Texas Legislature), you will have to head south to a town named Lockhart!  Apparently, this little town is 
home to 3 of the state’s top 10 barbecue restaurants!  
 

So here you go: First (in alphabetical order), there is Black’s Barbecue which is the oldest barbecue 
“restaurant” in Texas (continuously owned and operated by the same family since 1932). If you can’t make it 
to the restaurant, you can always check out their “grub” on their website. Second  is the Chisolm Trail      
Lockhart Bar-B-Q & Hot Sausage. Chisolm is the youngest of the three only appearing in 1978. The story is 
the owner sold his fishing boat to raise funds to start this business. Guess he wasn’t having much luck on the 
water, so he decided to try his hand on land. And last but not least is the Kreuz (pronounced kritz) Market. 
This market has been in business since 1900 and may very well be the most famous barbecue place in all of 
Texas, but don’t ask for sides or barbecue sauce at this establishment. They don’t have either. Guess you 
better make sure your in the mood for a protein day if you head to the Market. So if anyone makes it over to 
any of these great establishments, please let me know so I can update your fellow Chapter members on your 
preferred place to chow! 
 

With the way the calendar falls this year, Christmas has not yet donned our calendar, so I would like to take 
this opportunity to wish a very Merry Christmas to each and every one of you!! As you may or may not know, I 
will not be able to be with you at the December Chapter meeting, but I wish you all well and hope the New 
Year is a bright and prosperous one for each and every one!  (and not too cold for those of you who will be on 
the Polar Bear Ride on New Year’s Day)!!!
