ASK A COP!

Q: Is it legal to display a smaller than regulation-size license plate on a trailer?

A: According to the Texas Transportation Code, Sec 502.404 (c), a person commits an offense if the person
operates on a public highway during a registration period a road tractor, motorcycle, trailer, or semitrailer that
does not display a license plate, attached to the rear of the vehicle, that has been (1) assigned by the
department for the period; or (2) validated by a registration insignia issued by the department that establishes
that the vehicle is registered for the period.

An offense under this section is a misdemeanor punishable by a fine not to exceed $200.

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US History Refresher
Show Your Pride on Independence Day

Independence Day, more commonly known to us as July 4th, is upon us, but there are a few things |
wonder if we remember from our history lessons in school.

Did you remember.......

the reason we celebrate July 4th is to commemorate the adoption of the Declaration of
Independence declaring independence from the Kingdom of Great Britain?

the legal separation of the American colonies from Great Britain occurred on July 2, 1776 when
the Second Continental Congress voted to approve a resolution of independence?

Thomas Jefferson was the principal author of the Declaration of Independence?

although legal separation occurred on July 2, 1776, we actually celebrate the day Congress
finally approved the Declaration of Independence?

the Declaration was signed by most of the delegates on August 2, 1776?

two founding fathers of the US and the only two men who signed the Declaration to become
president, John Adams and Thomas Jefferson, both died on July 4, 1826, the 50th anniversary of
the US?

President James Monroe, although not a signatory to the Declaration, died five years later on
July 4, 1831?

In observance of the 4th of July......

In 1777, thirteen gunshots were fired, once at morning and again as evening fell, on July 4th in
Bristol, Rhode Island.

In 1778, General George Washington marked July 4th with a double ration of rum for his soldiers
and an artillery salute.

In 1783, Moravians in Salem, North Carolina held a celebration of July 4th with a challenging mu-
sic program assembled by Johann Friedrich Peter.

In 1791, the first recorded use of the name “Independence Day” occurred.

In 1870, the US Congress made Independence Day an unpaid holiday for federal employees;
however, in 1931, Congress changed Independence Day to a paid federal holiday.

Also in 1931, residents of Vicksburg, Mississippi celebrated Independence Day for the first time
since July 4, 1863, when the siege of Vicksburg ended with a Union victory during the American
Civil War.
