Safety in Numbers?
Group Riding

Every morning, | read the Houston Chronicle while enjoying a good
cup of coffee. When perusing the City & State section, one occasional
ly sees an article on motorcycle accidents. However, a brief article re
cently caught my attention. Two motorcyclists riding with a larger
group were killed when struck by a pickup truck on Texas 105 near Cut
and Shoot around 6:15 pm on a Wednesday. | was somewhat taken

aback. How could this happen? | sndt there safety

Yes, there is safety in numbers. One of the many benefits to riding in groups is increased visibility. As no de-
tails were provided in the article, one can only speculate as to the reasons why this tragedy happened. How-
ever, riding in a group is a skill, and itds a ski

ride, the ride captain breaks us out into sub-groups for increased safety, but he/she is always in control and
leads the teams. Each of us in these sulgroups must work together and depend upon each other to have a
safe and enjoyable ride.

Group riding is a coordinated movement of motorcycles and riders in an orderly process. Safety improves
with orderly movement, and orderly movement improves with communications and understanding for-
mations and procedures. Chapter G can provide you with an excellent primer on the guidelines for group
riding. The small booklet covers hand signal communications. Even if you have a CB radio on your bike, your
team riding buddy on the motorcycle next to you may not. It is essential that we all know how to communi-
cate with one another. The booklet presents additional topics as formations (staggered and single file), rider
spacing (the 1 and 2 second rule), as well as lane changing and stopping. | encourage you to go back and
review the guidelines.

Group riding is an enjoyable experience with most leading to fine culinary destinations that will tweak our
taste buds. However, we must know how to safely ride in groups. Above all, ride your own ride. If at any
point you feel uncomfortable, tell the road captain. He/she will do their best to ensure your safety as well as
everyone in the group. Accidents do happen, but the odds can be cut considerably by all of us sharing the
responsibilities to maintain the discipline of formation riding, sharing our knowledge and experience with
others and improving our own riding abilities.
