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How Long Has It Been?

A quick quiz courtesy of the Texas Department bfi€Safety

It's been 38 years since | took the written test to obtain my motorcycle license. Boy, the years go by quick. So
many things have changed since that time. Motorcycles are bigger and faster, riders are more cognizant of per-
sonal protective gear, and rider education is steadily increasing.

My wife, Terry, is now pursuing the Class “M” endorsement on her Texas driver’s license. As such, she ob-
tained a copy of the Motorcycle Operator's Manual issued by the Texas Department of Public Safety to study for
the knowledge test. My days of studying for tests have long passed since my graduation from Southwest Texas
State University, but my curiosity of the content of this manual intrigued me enough to read through it. | thought it
would be interesting to offer some of the sample test questions to you. So, here goes. To get the most out of this
basic exercise, read the question and pick your answer before you confirm it. Good luck!

1. A plastic shatter-resistant face shield:
A. Is not necessary if you have a windshield
B. Only protects your eyes
C. Helps protect your whole face
D. Does not protect your face as well as goggles

2. More than half of all crashes:

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Now, let's take a look at answers:

1. C — A plastic shatter-resistant face shield can help protect your whole face in a crash.

2. D — Crashes are fairly common among beginning riders- especially in the first months of
riding.

3. D — Look through the turn to where you want to go. Turn just your head, not your shoulders,

and keep your eyes level with the horizon.

4. A — A better way to handle tailgaters is to get them in front of you. When someone is following
too closely, change lanes and let them pass.

5. B — In potential high risk areas, such as intersections, shopping areas, and school and
construction zones, cover the clutch and both brakes to reduce the time you need to react.

6. C — There are no guarantees that others see you. Never count on “eye contact” as a sign that
a driver will yield.

Too often, a driver looks right at a motorcyclist and still fails to “see” him.

7. D — Most crashes occur in broad daylight. At night, it is harder for you to see and be seen.
Reflective, bright colored clothing is best.

8. D — To stop quickly, apply both brakes at the same time. The front brake can provide 70% or
more of the potential stopping power.

9. C — When it starts to rain, ride in the tire tracks left by cars. Often, the left tire track will be the
best position, depending on traffic and other road conditions as well.

10. A - Place inexperienced riders just behind the leader. That way the more experienced riders
can watch them from behind.

I hope all of you riders fared well on this sample test. Whether you did or didn’t, may | strongly encour-
age you to take an Experienced or Advanced Riders Course every three years. This is not only part of
the GWRRA Levels Program, but an excellent way to refresh your riding skills for you and your co-rider’s
safety as well as those in your riding group. It's time and money well spent. Please keep in mind that
the Texas District Rally being held in Killeen, TX will offer various courses and seminars at no-charge to
modest cost.
