The Editor’'s Corner

Fellow G members, can you believe it is November already? Seems like | blinked and jumped from January
to now, but let's not blink and miss the day on the calendar chosen to honor and celebrate our veterans. The
first Veteran’s Day in the US was celebrated in Birmingham, Alabama in 1947 and was organized by a World
War Il veteran named Raymond Weeks who subsequently received the Presidential Citizens Medal in 1982
from President Reagan. Somewhere between 1947 and 1954, the event name was changed to Armistice
Day, but in 1954, President Eisenhower proclaimed November 11" to once again be Veteran’s Day.

But did you know, in 1921, an unknown World War | American soldier was buried in Arlington National
cemetery and became the focal point of reverence for America’s veterans, and that similar ceremonial
gestures took place on the same day in other countries, such as France and England, to give universal
recognition to celebrate the ending of World War | fighting at 11 a.m. on November 11, 1918? This was the
11" hour on the 11™ day of the 11™ month and became known as “Armistice Day” in Europe.

Armistice Day officially received its name in the US in 1926 through a Congressional resolution and might still
hold that name if the hope had been World War | was the “war to end all wars,” but a few years later, war
broke out in Europe. 6.5 million Americans took part in this war with 417,000 losing their lives in service,
292,000 in battle. So won't you take some time, especially on this day, to remember and say a prayer for
those servicemen and women, past, present and future, who serve our great Nation?

Now onto a lighter note (but given that 46 million turkeys were consumed in 2007, maybe not); November 26™
is Thanksgiving Day. I'm sure | don’t need to remind you that Thanksgiving is a centuries-old celebration of
the first Thanksgiving when, in 1619, Captain John Woodlief (according to historians) knelt in prayer and
pledged “Thanksgiving” to God for their healthy arrival after a long voyage across the Atlantic. Many believe
the first celebration was the celebration in Plymouth between colonists and the Wampanoag Indians in 1621.
Some tidbits about Thanksgiving food consumption elsewhere in the newsletter.

And PLEASE, don't forget, that Saturday, October 31st is Halloween, and there will be lots of children “eerily”
roaming the streets of our neighborhoods. PLEASE, pay extra special attention when you are on the roads
that evening.

Thanksgiving Tidbits

Sarah Josepha Hale, the enormously influential magazine editor and author who waged a
tireless campaign to make Thanksgiving a national holiday in the mid-19th century, was also the
author of the classic nursery rhyme “Mary had a Little Lamb?”

In 2007, over 690 million pounds of turkey were consumed during Thanksgiving.

Just 6 states (Minnesota, North Carolina, Arkansas, Virginia, Missouri and Indiana) produced
approximately two-thirds of the estimated 271 million turkeys raised in the US in 2008.

The cranberry is one of only three fruits (the others are the blueberry and the Concord grape)
that are entirely native to North American soil.

According to the Guinness Book of World Records, the largest pumpkin pie ever weighed 2,020
pounds and measured just over 12 feet long.

Three towns in the US take their name from the traditional Thanksgiving bird, including Turkey,
Texas (pop. 465); Turkey, North Carolina (pop. 270) and Turkey Creek, Louisiana (pop. 363).
