The Editor’s Corner

NOTHING in this newsletter matters more than our members, so I would ask all of you to take a minute to say 
a prayer for the Trigleth family as they move through this  time of grief and sorrow.  
 

Now to continue our journey through the origin of holidays our country celebrates. Our great country began 
with immigrants from all over the world. They worked long hours yet received little pay. A gent by the name of 
Peter McGuire came to this country in 1863 from Ireland with his family, and was forced to work long hours in 
factories with horrible working conditions. When he was 17, he began working as an apprentice in a piano 
shop and went to school in the evenings to learn about economics and social issues. In 1872, Peter McGuire 
and 100,000 other workers went on strike for shorter working days.  This event cause Peter to push for       
organized labor unions. In 1881, he was successful in organizing the United Brotherhood of Carpenters and 
Joiners of America.  
 

The idea quickly spread throughout the country and soon many other trade groups were doing the same.  It 
was Peter McGuire and other laborers who moved for a holiday for workers on the first Monday of            
September, halfway between Independence Day and Thanksgiving Day.  
 

So, on September 5, 1882, the first Labor Day parade was held in New York City. Twenty thousand workers 
marched in the parade up Broadway. They carried banners that read “Labor Creates All Wealth” and “Eight 
Hours of  Work, Eight Hours of Rest, and Eight Hours of Recreation.”  Within the next few years, the  joyous 
celebration had spread from coast to coast. Congress voted in Labor Day as a federal holiday in 1894.  
 

Don’t know about the rest of you, but I’m wondering how they got eight hours of sleep and eight hours of rec-
reation, not to mention eight hours of work. Okay, so maybe, occasionally I get the eight hours of rest, but I 
know I’m behind on the eight hours of recreation a day. Is that where house cleaning and grocery shopping 
come in? It is a known fact we are all busy, but we certainly need to take time to smell the flowers (or ride our 
Wings)!! So until next month, and Columbus Day, be kind to yourself and ride safe!!!!

Do you remember the old joke that went - If Peat and Repeat were seating on a log and Peat fell off 
who would be left….Repeat! If Peat and Repeat were seating on a log and Peat fell off who would 
be left….Repeat!!! You see the progression. 

Well, at our last staff meeting a discussion on group riding was brought up which reminded me of the 
booklet titled, “What Do Geese Know?, Guidelines for Group Riding”.  

You should have received this booklet in your membership package from our chapter membership 
enhancement person after attending a few chapter meeting. If not ask, ask for it from some of your 
staff members. In this booklet are procedure and terms that can help you get a good understanding 
of group riding. 
I guess that is where the Peat and Repeat comes into this article. Over the last two years I have writ-
ten articles on group riding, using hand signals, and other that even have to do with riding distance 
between riders. 

See the progression….Repeat 
 

How Do I Ride In a Group? 

Preparation 

· Arrive with a full tank of GAS! 

· Group riding can be fun. Relax and enjoy the ride. And remember--getting there SAFE is the 
FUN of it all. 

General Guidelines 

· All groups should have a Lead Bike (Leader) and a Drag Bike (Rear Bike), equipped with a 
CB Radio when possible. 

· Each bike should ride in staggered formation within a single automobile lane. The Leader 
rides in the LEFT tire track, and the next rider rides in the RIGHT tire track behind the Leader, 
with the following bikes repeating this pattern throughout the group. Trikes and sidecars may 
ride in a different manner. 

· ON CURVES: Riders should pick their own track of approach, even if it means going into sin-
gle file formation and then reform the staggered formation after the curve has been executed. 

· When STOPPING at a Stop Light or Stop Sign  

ALL Bikes pull up ---two abreast---directly beside the bike they were following. This will 
make the length of the group shorter and will help get the group through a stop light faster 
when in a crowded town or busy intersection.

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· When starting out from a stop light or stop sign again, the Leader moves out first, accelerating 
slowly enough for ALL Bikes to move out in turn to return to the staggered formation. LOOK for 
yourself before you proceed out into traffic. 

 

· Do not depend on the bike in front of you to make sure the turn is clear of oncoming traffic! There 
may be oncoming traffic that the bike in front of you did NOT see. 

 

· NO one should pull up beside or PASS another bike when proceeding from an intersection. 
 

· Allow a minimum of 2 or 3 seconds stopping distance between bikes when following single file,  

1 - 2 seconds stopping distance between bikes when following in staggered formation. 

· How to maintain two second following distance between bikes :  

�  Pick a roadside object beside the bike you are following,  

�  Count: ONE THOUSAND ONE-ONE, THOUSAND TWO 

�  When you reach that same object that will give you the 2-second following distance 
that should give you a SAFE reaction time to stop or swerve if needed to avoid a 
collision with the bike in front of you. 

�  HOWEVER, do not allow too much space to develop between bikes, or a car or 
truck could get in between you and the bike ahead and cutting you off or turn in 
front of you. 

 

When riding in a group, keep an even throttle. Don’t constantly speed up or drop back. This causes 
what we call the “Rubber Band Effect”, which will eventually cause the group to be split into two 
groups instead of one and will allow traffic to become interspersed throughout the group. This could 
even cause the group to become separated, and the lead group may have to stop to get everyone 
back together as one group again. 
 

Don’t just follow the Lead Bike!! 

  o  Be sure to check the traffic BEFORE lane changes or other maneuvers. 

  o  LOOK LEFT or RIGHT before moving LEFT or RIGHT. 

   �  Don’t depend on your Co-rider to tell you the way is clear! 

   �  Check your mirrors, then turn your head and look to make sure your path is 
       clear before you move left or right. 
 

Even when the Drag Bike tells you to change lanes— 
 

  o LOOK—Turn you head and LOOK before you proceed to change lanes to make 
      sure the path is clear. The lives you save might be your own and your co-rider’s! 
      LOOK LEFT or RIGHT, THEN move left or right. Key word here is LOOK. 

 

Rider’s Education (cont’d) 
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  o If someone in the group pulls over to the shoulder of the road and stops do not  
     follow the bike pulling over. The Drag Bike (or Last Bike) should be designated by 
     the Leader to stop with them to give them assistance. 
 

  o The bike in front of the Drag Bike then becomes the Drag Bike until the original  
     person running Drag Bike returns to the group with the missing rider. At that time 
     everyone returns to their original positions in the group if traffic allows. 
 

When passing other vehicles on a two-lane highway, each bike should pass in order and in turn. The 
leader should accelerate far enough ahead of the group to allow the rest of the group room enough  
to get around the vehicle being passed and get back in line in staggered formation. When all have 
completed the pass, the Drag Bike should inform the Leader that all riders are around the vehicle 
and back in formation. 
 

LARGE GROUP RIDES 
 

When riding in Group Rides and you have a large group, the leader or Chapter Officers should 
SPLIT the Group into separate, smaller groups with each group consisting of around five bikes per 
group with a Lead and Drag Bike for each individual group. 
 

  o The individual groups can communicate with each other and members of their   
     group by assigning the individual groups. 
 

  o To avoid confusion, the groups communicate by group numbers. For example,  
     “Group Number One, turn right at the light; Group Number Two, move 1 lane to the 
      left.” By identifying the actions by group number, the members in the individual 
     groups will be able to follow instructions from their Group Leader or Drag Bike. 
 

When a large group is split into separate groups, there should be a Spacing of 1/8 to 1/4 mile       
distance between the groups to allow four-wheeled traffic room to maneuver between the groups to 
have access to on-ramps and off-ramps to prevent automobiles from cutting into the groups.  
 

Each group should keep the precious in sight, allowing all riders to make any turns or change of   
direction that the lead group makes.  
 

When riding in the CENTER LANE of a three-lane expressway, ALWAYS BE READY for oncoming 
traffic to cut into the pack, regardless of how you are spaced. Be prepared to adjust your spacing as 
necessary to avoid a collision.
